Guidelines for Preceptors

Women's Health Nurse Practitioner Students

Preceptors for master's students shall have the following qualifications:

· Current license as a Physician, Nurse Practitioner, Physician’s Assistant, or Certified Nurse Midwife in the State of Texas.  

· Current license as a Clinical Nurse Specialist with a Master’s Degree for Clinical Nurse Specialist students.
· A commitment to provide guidance and teaching in the area of expertise.

· Provides care to women in primary care or selected advanced practice role providers of secondary/tertiary care of women.

· Philosophy of health care congruent with that of Texas Woman's University College of Nursing.

Responsibilities of the Preceptor:
1. Submit resume/curriculum vita to Texas Woman's University.

2. Orient the student to the agency/office.

3. Provide guidance to the student while in the advanced practice role in the agency.

4. Participate in evaluation of the practicum experience for the student.

5. There will be no exchange of fees between the University and the Preceptor.

Responsibilities of the Faculty Member:
6. Provide didactic instruction either prior to or concurrent with the related practicum experience.  

7. Coordinate and supervise the clinical experience.

8. Be a resource to the preceptor and student to facilitate experiences for the student.

9. Participate in evaluation of the practicum experience.
